Connecting and Operating  

1) Connect the HDMI signal sources(Such as PS3,STB etc) into HDMI input. 

2) Connect the HDMI display device (such as :HD-LCD,HD-DLP) into HDMI output. 

Attention: Insert/Extract cable gently 

MAINTENANCE 

Clean this unit with a soft, dry cloth. Never use alcohol, paint thinner of benzine to clean 

this unit. 

 

PRODUCT SERVICE 

1) Damage requiring service: The unit should be serviced by qualified service personnel 

if: 

(a)The DC power supply cord or AC adaptor has been damaged;

If your product does not work properly because of a defect in materials or workmanship, 

our Company (referred to as "the warrantor" ) will , for the length of the period indicated 

as below, (Parts(1)Year ,Labor(90) Days) which starts with the date of original 

purchase ("Limited Warranty period"), at its option either(a) repair your product with 

new or refurbished parts, or (b) replace it with a new of a refurbished product. The 

decision to repair or replace will be made by the warrantor. 

During the "Labor" Limited Warranty period there will be no charge for labor.
